WHEREAS, the Village of Oak Park remains committed to supporting its Jewish American 
population and to condemning all acts of anti-Semitism. As discrimination and all acts of hate has no home 
here in Oak Park; and  

 
WHEREAS, the month of May serves as a time for Oak Parkers to honor the heritage and 

accomplishments of Jewish Americans through educational programming, activities, and ceremonies, and 
as an important reminder of our collective responsibility to combat hate by remembering our shared 
history. 

 
NOW, THEREFORE, I, Vicki Scaman, Village President of the Village of Oak Park, do hereby 

proclaim May 2025 as JEWISH AMERICAN HERITAGE MONTH in the Village of Oak Park and 
call upon all citizens, governmental agencies, public and private institutions, businesses, and schools in 
the Village of Oak Park to support efforts that continue to recognize the plight of Jewish Americans, and 
ensure Oak Park will always be a place of refuge.
