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Oak Park is a built-out community with a well-established
land use pattern. Generally, the community is a mosaic of
diverse neighborhoods centered around traditional
commercial districts. However, several corridors have
evolved to reflect a more auto-oriented environment.
Throughout Oak Park, parks, schools, religious
institutions, and other public uses provide access to local
community services.
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
