WHEREAS, numerous local community public service activities have been funded by 

the CBDG program including, but not limited to, education programs, mental health and 

substance use counseling and treatment, fair housing activities, food insecurity, job training, 

homeless shelters, domestic violence, and parenting education, as well as funding many public 

improvements including sidewalks, alleys, lead water lines for low/moderate income areas.
