ORDINANCE

AN ORDINANCE TERMINATING SPECIAL SERVICE AREA NUMBER SEVEN

WHEREAS, an ordinance establishing Special Service Area Number Seven in the Village of
Oak Park (“SSA #7”) was adopted on July 7, 2014, for the purpose of providing special municipal
services to the area generally located on both the east and west sides of the 1200 Block of North
Elmwood Avenue and east and west sides of the 1200 Block of Rossell Avenue from Lemoyne
Parkway, north to the alley immediately south of North Avenue, with the residential addresses
included in the range of 1200 through 1235 inclusive, in addition to services provided to the
Village generally; and

WHEREAS, the purpose of this Ordinance is to terminate SSA #7 and refund the excess
amount in the account of SSS #7 on a pro rata basis to the current taxpayers of record located in
SSA #7.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the President and Board of Trustees of the Village
of Oak Park, Cook County, lllinois, in the exercise of their home rule powers, as follows:

Section 1. Recitals Incorporated. The above recitals are incorporated herein by
reference as though fully set forth.

Section 2. Termination. The special service area established by Ordinance 2014-0-37,
being an Ordinance Establishing SSA #7, is hereby terminated as of the effective date of this
Ordinance.

Section 3. Excess Amount. There is remaining in the account for Special Service Area
#7 an excess amount of $10,846.95.

Section 4. Refund Declared. From said excess amount, a refund is declared on a pro
rata basis upon each lot, block, tract, or parcel of land assessed as set forth in Exhibit A, attached
hereto and incorporated herein by reference, for in the amount set forth in Exhibit A pursuant to
35 ILCS 200/27-93.

Section 5. Deduction for Costs and Expenses. A deduction in the amount of $542.35
reflecting 5% of $10,846.95 shall be taken from the surplus amount reflected in Section 4 above
for the Village’s costs and expenses for declaring and making the rebate set forth herein as
permitted by 35 ILCS 200/27-93.

Section 6. Refund Payment. The total amount to be refunded is $10,304.60. The
Village shall make payment of the refund amounts set forth in Exhibit A to the current owners of
record of each parcel within SSA #7 at the time of adoption of this Ordinance.



Section 7. Recording and Filing of Ordinance. The Village Attorney or his designee is
hereby authorized and directed to record a copy of this Ordinance terminating SSA #7 with the
Cook County Recorder of Deeds and provide a copy of this Ordinance to the Cook County Clerk.

Section 8. Severability and Repeal of Inconsistent Ordinances. If any section,
paragraph, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be held invalid, the invalidity thereof shall
not affect any of the other provisions of this Ordinance. All ordinances in conflict herewith are
hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict.

Section 9. Effective Date. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect after its
approval, passage and publication as provided by law.
